Preventing these pollutants from entering waterways is key in 
protecting our rivers, lakes and streams. 
 
These workshops will help you to save money at your shop, keep you informed about the latest information 
about how to manage hazardous and non-hazardous chemicals, prevent environmental regulation violations, 
and prevent water pollution from being generated by your shop.  The presenters of the workshop will be 
James Lockhardt, Environmental Inspector of the City of Roswell and Eddie Erhlert, president of Mazdonly. 
By attending the free workshop, you will receive a manual called the Automotive Repair and the Environment.
