Erosion & Sediment Control Workshops For Metro Residents

Many residents throughout the region, particularly in developing areas, face rivers of mud every time it rains. While there are remedies, homeowners often don’t know whom to call. That’s why the Clean Water Campaign will host a series of workshops are area residents to learn what they can do to reduce erosion and prevent water pollution.
Sediment is the most common pollutant in area rivers and streams. Without proper care, it washes from construction sites into nearby water bodies, clogging fish gills, blocking light and increasing water temperature, all of which harm aquatic life. It also disturbs the food chain upon which both fish and people depend. 

Workshop participants will learn what is being done to control erosion and sediment problems in their county, who is doing the controlling and how to report erosion and sedimentation problems. The workshop will also cover what measures residents can take to help reduce erosion. 

Attendees will receive handouts and other materials, including a map of the county featuring regularly inspected erosion and trouble. They will also receive information about whom to call within a city/county for erosion and sedimentation concerns. Presenters will also discuss rock programs (for residents who need assistance controlling erosion and sediment) and regulations governing the removal of trees.
