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Clean Water Campaign, Extension Service Team Up

To Help Homeowners ‘Green’ Up Their Yards In Clayton County
The Clean Water Campaign and the University of Georgia Cooperative Extension Service will offer a lawn care workshop for residents in Clayton County on July 29 at 7 p.m. at the Clayton County Cooperative Extension Service Office at 1262 Government Circle, Suite 40 in Jonesboro. The goal is to help homeowners have a yard that is both beautiful and good for the environment.

Controlling weeds and insects is one of the topics that the presenter, Winston Eason will address. Participants will learn how to identify yard pests and find out about solutions that address the problem without polluting the environment. Also on the program will be tips on composting, the management of yard clippings in general and the use of fertilizers. Having soil tested by the Cooperative Extension Service or by a private company can help residents find out the level of nutrients found in their soil and identify the correct amount of fertilizer to use.  

According to a survey conducted by Data Research Services in September 2002, half of Atlanta-area residents who have lawns to maintain do the work themselves. Most do not know that using excessive amounts of fertilizer and pesticides wastes money, does little to improve the appearance of the yard, threatens fish and other aquatic life and endangers the health of rivers, lakes and streams. Nutrients from fertilizers — usually phosphates — enter rivers, lakes and streams and stimulate the growth of algae. Excessive algae growth consumes oxygen in lakes and ponds, thus killing fish and other aquatic life.

The evening workshops, offered in July and August in Clayton, Cobb, Fulton and Gwinnett counties, are free and open to the public. To register, log onto www.cleanwatercampaign.com or call (770) 477-3681.
