North Fulton Holds Recycling Day as Part of Clean Water Campaign

The Clean Water Campaign, Rechargeable Battery Recycling Corporation and Keep Sandy Springs North Fulton Beautiful are teaming up for a New Solution to Water Pollution Recycling Day from 9:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m. on March 23, 2002 at the Schmalz Recycling Center in Sandy Springs. 

The hazardous wastes in and around your home can affect your family and pets, and can be toxic to fish and wildlife. An average Georgia household generates an estimated 20 pounds of household hazardous wastes each year. That’s a total of 62 million pounds—enough to fill 1,550 tractor-trailers every year!

One solution to preventing water pollution is by recycling batteries.  Rechargeable batteries contain nickel cadmium, which is a household hazardous waste.  Residents are encouraged to bring their rechargeable batteries for recycling. 

Cell phones will also be recycled during the event. Deactivated cellular phones are sold to Collective Good that refurbishes them for reuse in developing countries, primarily in Latin America. Outmoded or broken phones will be properly recycled.
