Clean Water Campaign to Host Septic Tank Workshops for DeKalb Residents
The Clean Water Campaign in partnership with DeKalb County Stormwater Management will offer its popular septic tank maintenance workshops for homeowners or prospective homeowners in the DeKalb County on August 6 from 7:00 to 8:30 PM at the DeKalb Cooperative Extension Service Offices at 4380 Memorial Drive, Decatur, 30032 (across from the DeKalb County Sheriff Department).

The presenter Alan Gaines of DeKalb County Environmental Health Services will be conducting the one-hour free workshop for residents and businesses interested in learning septic tank maintenance and care information as well as discuss the expenses of repairs and the overall functionality of a septic tank system.
A poorly functioning septic system is a potentially serious cause of water pollution. Water can carry harmful bacteria from failing septic systems into rivers, lakes, streams and groundwater. Like an automobile, a septic system needs periodic maintenance to extend the life of the system and to avoid costly emergency repairs. 
A septic tank should be pumped at least every five years. The average cleaning cost is $350. Emergency repairs may run $3,500 or more depending on tank capacity. The estimated cost to replace a septic system begins at $5,000 and can run much higher under special conditions such as lake frontage, proximity to an aquifer, underlying rock or soil composition.
