Keeping Storm Drains Clean in Kennesaw

The City of Kennesaw is conducting a storm drain stenciling event on June 7 from 9 a.m. to noon at the Westover Subdivision on Kennesaw Due West Road by Kennesaw Mountain High School. Residents are invited to take part of this event to prevent water pollution and help protect rivers, lakes and streams in Kennesaw.

Storm drains collect rainwater and channel it into nearby rivers and creeks. Pollution in the form of litter, motor oil, sediment, yard clippings and other debris can clog storm drains, causing streets to flood. Stenciling storm drains with the message “Keep it clean, drains to stream” reminds citizens not to dump anything down a storm drain.

Mayor Leonard L. Church of Kennesaw will kick off the event from the pool near the entrance of the subdivision. He will be the first person to mark the storm drain with the city’s personalized curb markers. 

Volunteers will clean 45 storm drains on 11 streets and mark them with the message, “Keep It Clean, Drains to Stream. City of Kennesaw/Clean Water Campaign.” In addition to marking the storm drain, volunteers will distribute door hangers to residents to remind them that something “fishy” is going on their streets.
