Volunteers Needed To Clean Up the Hooch
 
 
Who:
The Clean Water Campaign (CWC) and Rivers Alive are joining forces to help clean metro Atlanta's rivers in October, during the 11th Annual Rivers Alive Month. Metro-wide clean-up events will be held in Clayton, Cobb, DeKalb, Fulton and Gwinnett counties along waterways and in partnership with Keep Georgia Beautiful affiliates as well as other environmental organizations. 


What:
The campaign will hold a photo opportunity to help recruit clean-up volunteers during October. The Chattahoochee Nature Center's "Mother Earth" and the Clean Water Campaign's "Raindrop" mascot will be on hand to promote the clean-up events. Over two-dozen events are scheduled in these counties throughout the month of October after a successful effort in 2001. Last year in metro Atlanta more than 4,671 volunteers participated in collecting over 2,359 bags of garbage that covered 321 miles of streams and filled 19 dump trucks with 64,299 pounds of garbage. Why:
Pollutants find their way into our waterways when it rains, as stormwater (rainwater) flows across yards, rooftops, streets, driveways and parking lots. Even trash, litter and other waste can be a source of pollution to our streams if they are dumped into street gutters, drainage ways or streams.
 
 

Rivers Alive is Georgia's annual volunteer river cleanup event, held throughout the month of October. This year also marks the 30th Anniversary of the Clean Water Act, which was created to protect and restore the nation's waterways, and makes them clean and available for recreational use. The Rivers Alive program is sponsored by Georgia Department of Natural Resources, Georgia Department of Community Affairs/Keep Georgia Beautiful and Clean Water Campaign.  
The Clean Water Campaign is a cooperative, multi-agency public education initiative spearheaded by 20 local governments and managed by the Atlanta Regional Commission.
